Climate change, which became widespread globally after the Indus-
trial Revolution and a focus of environmental sustainability topics,
has taken on different dimensions with the COVID-19 pandemic.

Umut
verici sekilde, Covid-19 salginimin olumlu olarak ni-
telendirilebilecek etkilerinden biri antropojenik yani
insan eylemleri sonucu olusan sera gazi salinimun
biiyiik 6lciide azalmuis olmast. Iste tam da bu noktada
Covid-19 sonrast ¢evresel ve ekonomik bazi diizenleyi-
ci gelismeleri nitelendiren ‘Yesil Toparlanma’ kavrami
glindemimize girdi.

COVID-19 recovery efforts — particularly
among the most vulnerable communities.

While COVID-19 vaccinations are critical to
bringing some normalcy back to everyday life,
we cannot simply return to ‘business as usual.’
National governments, state and local leaders,
citizens and the private sector must, together,
address these intersecting crises — especially
the urgent global threat of climate change.

Cities lead the way

Now is the time to enact lasting change that
supports both pandemic recovery and the
transition to a more just, healthier, safer and
sustainable world for all.

This transition involves investing heavily in
global green recovery, and cities are leading
the way. As hubs of innovation and culture,
cities are uniquely positioned to accelerate
global green recovery. They are where major
crises, such as COVID-19, strike first. But they
are also where solutions are found. Municipal
leaders have strong connections to other levels
of government, business and the private sec-
tor and the citizens they serve — relationships
where common ground can be found and that
are a catalyst for ‘scaling up’ key investments.

The world’s mayors recognize the value of
green recovery. They understand the need for
investing in economies of the future. In cities
across Europe, for example, effectively imple-
menting the Next Generation EU COVID-19 re-
covery plan promises to deliver an additional
2 percent Gross Domestic Product (GDP) by
2024 in addition to creating two million jobs
— huge advancements that can rapidly accel-
erate meaningful green and digital transition.
Indeed, research from the Coalition for Urban
Transitions indicates that national govern-
ment investment in cities could yield nearly
US$24 trillion by 2050 and could support 87
million jobs by 2030 in sectors such as clean
energy and public transport.

Cities are critical to building back better, mo-
bilizing resources and facilitating multilateral
cooperation to realize this vision. In this re-
gard, major city networks, such as the Glob-
al Covenant of Mayors for Climate & Energy
(GCoM), are playing a key role in this tran-

Ornegin, Avrupa’daki sehirler-
de, Yeni Nesil AB COVID-19 kurtarma planu
etkin bir sekilde uygulamak, iki milyon is ya-
ratmamin yant swra 2024 yilina kadar yiizde
2’lik ek Gayri Safi Yurtici Hasila (GSYIH) sun-
mayt vaat ediyor — bu, anlamli bir yesil ve di-
jital gecisi hizlandwrabilecek btiyiik bir ilerle-
me anlamina gelmektedir. Gergekten, Kentsel
Gegisler Koalisyonu’nun (Coalition for Urban
Transitions) arastrmasi, sehirlerdeki ulusal
hiikiimet yatiriminin 2050’ye kadar yaklasik
24 trilyon ABD Dolara ulasabilecegini ve te-
miz enerji ve toplu tasima gibi sektorlerde
2030’a kadar 87 milyon istihdanu destekleye-
bilecegini gosteriyor.

Sehirler, bu vizyonu gerceklestirme dogrul-
tusunda, yeniden insa etmek, kaynaklart
harekete gecirmek ve cok tarafli is birligini
kolaylastirmak i¢in kritik dneme sahiptir.

Additionally, there is the City Climate Finance
Gap Fund, an initiative of the World Bank, Eu-
ropean Investment Bank and their supporting
partners (including GCoM) that is unlocking
nearly US$4.9 billion (€4 billion) for resilient,
low-carbon urbanization projects.

Going further

While these city-focused initiatives are criti-
cal to enabling green recovery, true success
is impossible without actively engaging na-
tional leaders, institutions and the private
sector. The sheer scale of investment and
solutions needed to tackle COVID-19 and the
climate emergency requires a whole-of-so-
ciety approach. As such, more investments
are necessary — from national govern-
ments, international financial institutions

While the European
Union has dedicated 37 percent of its Recov-
ery and Resilience Facility to green invest-
ments and reform, significantly more is re-
quired to enable real global green recovery.
To date, between 3 and 5 percent of global
COVID-19 stimulus funds have been direct-
ed toward green recovery. This is far from
enough to reduce carbon emissions and en-
able an equitable transition to a clean ener-
gy economy.

Thanks to the bold work of mayors and cit-
ies worldwide, there is considerably better
understanding of what is required to grow
the momentum for robust green recovery.
Building on these efforts calls for national
governments, private sector institutions
and other key partners to stand shoulder
to shoulder in prioritizing stimulus and de-
veloping future-looking economic recovery
packages.

We must look forward, not back. The future
demands it.

in a very short time. The crisis has exacer-
bated existing vulnerabilities of the poor,
migrants, and the elderly. Inequality be-
tween people and spaces has increased
and has been laid bare in the big cities. The
COVID-19 pandemic has exposed remark-
able gaps in urban planning and urban
development, especially for low-income
neighborhoods with poor physical infra-
structure and no access to basic services.

The COVID-19 pandemic, which start-

The megacities that emerged with rapid
economic growth and urbanization pri-
or to the COVID-19 fed urban sprawl in
their surrounding areas. With the onset of
the COVID-19 pandemic, cities have faced
much greater economic, social and en-
vironmental challenges, while the rapid
growth of the urban population across the
world leads to many instances where the
needs of the urban population cannot be
met.

In the early days of the pandemic, cities
were perceived as the main actors in the
spread of the virus, since they were the
places with a high population density.
However, some research studies have re-
vealed that the real problem is not with
population and urban density, but with
the structural inequalities and the quality
of urbanization. In addition, based on the
prediction that cities will remain to benefit
from agglomeration economies, it was re-
vealed that rapid urbanization will contin-
ue in the coming years.

According to Andrés Rodriguez-Pose, a
professor of economic geography at the
London School of Economics, the dispari-
ty between metropolitan areas, medium-

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and small-scale cities, and rural areas will
remain to exist in the post-COVID-19 pan-
demic, as well. However, the biggest trans-
formations will be experienced in urban
peripheries and urban centers. When in-
creasing remote working and online shop-
ping and less socialization are taken into
consideration, it is stated that the decrease
in the need to commute to work will lead
to a decline in the use of offices and even
in the demand for housing in city centers,
and that there will be a rise in the demand
for housing in urban peripheries. When
urban centers start to lie empty, there will
not be a a situation of complete depopula-
tion. Instead, ‘the others’ will start to move
into these areas, which will create the risk
of urban decay.

Although such a prediction of the future
carries with it challenges such as urban de-
cay and rise in urban sprawl, it also offers
an opportunity to redefine urban centers.
Especially outdoor activities, artistic and
cultural activities, and sports activities can
be key to redefining and re-functionalizing
urban centers.

The COVID-19 crisis also provides an op-
portunity for urban dwellers and planners
to reconsider consumption and production
activities at a macro scale. We see that af-
ter a certain point, the general discourse of
‘life after COVID-19’ has evolved into ‘life
with COVID-19.” Therefore, it is possible to
restructure cities with an understanding
of urban areas that address various needs
and can be functionalized in different
ways at different times. Other issues that
should be taken into account include the
transformation of cities from consumer to
producer cities, reuse, circular economy,
and restructuring of supply chains.

Cities are a whole with society and physi-
cal environment. Therefore, it is necessary
to take economic and social measures to
ensure the welfare of the society and to
work on social development and physical
planning together, rather than prepar-
ing planning proposals only on the phys-
ical environment. Civic responsibility and
community engagement should override
individual interests for the protection of
vulnerable groups. It is also necessary to

This is an important factor
in making cities more resilient in terms
of how goods and products are produced,
how energy is consumed, and how trans-
port is organized. In addition, there is also
a need to increase social inclusion of the
most vulnerable groups through more so-
cial protection measures, improve urban
services and infrastructure, and use tech-
nologies and digital solutions effectively. In
order to create
resilient cities
that can cope
with the cri-
sis and stress
caused by epi-
demics, disas-
ters and climate
change, there
should be an ef-
ficient link with
rural areas located in the inner parts of
cities in terms of production and consump-
tion. In this way, the sustainability of both
rural and urban areas can be ensured.

Apart from the COVID-19 pandemic, the
“Greta effect” has also accelerated environ-
mental awareness, making the transition
to clean mobility and circular economy
politically and socially more acceptable.
Currently, global agendas such as the Sus-
tainable Development Goals and the Paris
Agreement provide an important opportu-
nity for national, regional and local gov-
ernments to advance a new sustainable
development model as well as prioritize
investments and resources to survive the
pandemic. Global agendas also provide a
common roadmap and vision to involve lo-
cal stakeholders, including the private sec-
tor and civil society, in the co-creation and
development of the ‘new normal.’ Cities
that benefit from this environment, which
we perceive more as a crisis environment
but also creates a chain of opportunities,
and that can develop their capacities will
form the sustainable cities of the future.

lobal Covenant of Mayors held its
G‘Virtual Open House’ from 1 to 4

December, 2020. The Open House
was comprised of a series of meetings and
knowledge-sharing sessions, providing
the opportunity to learn more about the
global initiatives, and serve as a platform
for Regional and National Covenants un-
der the GCoM to exchange and share re-
sults, solutions developed and insights on
delivery. As the regional helpdesk of the
GCoM, the Secretariat of the UCLG-MEWA
Committee on Environment took part in
the sessions held within the framework of
the event.

The event started on 1st December with
the session titled ‘Invest4Cities: Bridging
the funding gap-knowledge and experi-
ences from across GCoM regions.” The ses-
sion presented the snapshot results of the
first month of activity of the GAP fund, an
initiative that aims to help cities in devel-
oping countries turn resilient low-carbon
ideas into finance-ready projects through
providing capacity building, as well as an
overview of regional funding opportu-
nities, financing schemes, and business
models. The session also showcased the
results of pilot actions across Regional
and National Covenants worldwide, high-
lighting gaps, context and conditions for
success.

On 2d December, the session titled ‘Race
to Zero - building momentum for a shift to
a decarbonized economy’ took place. Race
to Zero is a global campaign to rally lead-
ership and support from businesses, cities,
regions, and investors for a healthy, resil-
ient, zero carbon recovery that prevents
future threats, creates decent jobs, and
unlocks inclusive and sustainable growth.

Selected city repre-
sentatives from Europe, South, East and
East Asia, Latin and North America, Africa
and Oceania, as well as GCoM Helpdesks,
Secretariats and stakeholders from all Re-
gional Covenants worldwide were invit-
ed to attend, discuss and exchange ideas
during these sessions.

While a small number of cities are making
considerable progress, the overall level of
climate action in cities in the region re-
mains low. The climate crisis is the greatest
threat our world is facing today. The neg-
ative consequences of an average one-de-
greeincrease in global surface temperature
above pre-industrial levels are becoming
more and more visible each passing day, as
we witness firsthand how vulnerable our
communities are. Collective action from
every part of our societies is necessary if
we are to reach the Paris Agreement’s goal
of keeping the increase in global average
temperature to well below 2 °C.

Cities that have grown in size, connectivi-
ty, and importance over the past decades
are in an interestingly peculiar situation of
being both the culprit and the victim of the
climate crisis. They house more than half of
the world population, and are responsible
for around 70% of GHG emissions and two

The speakers shared with the
participants the local policy priorities
in in the fight against climate change,
giving a special focus to issues such as
water stress, climate induced natural
disasters, and loss of agricultural lands
in the region, and delivered political
messages on local climate action in the
post-COVID era, emphasizing that local
governments must be included in global
policymaking and strategy development
on climate change and that a monitoring
mechanism with set performance crite-
ria and indicators should be put in place
to follow up on the execution of climate
action plans.

The second session ‘Climate Resilient
Cities,” which was moderated by Mr. Ra-
mazan Ozcan Yildirim, Deputy Secretary
General at the Union of Municipalities
of Turkey, focused on identifying local
and regional priorities and strategies on
climate change. The session took place
with the participation of Rifat Unal Say-
man, Chairman of REC Turkey; Yehia
Daher, President of Bouhaira Municipal-
ities from Lebanon; and Ohood Enaia,
Director of Urban Planning Directorate
at the Ministry of Local Government of
Palestine. The speakers pointed out that
while local governments are expect-
ed and encouraged to contribute to the
GHG mitigation efforts, what they are
directly responsible for is to develop ad-
aptation and resilience strategies. They
also highlighted that local and regional
governments need smart investment
and adequate financial assistance to im-
plement climate projects, stressing that
strong leadership, strategic planning,
cost-effective solutions, and monitoring
and evaluation systems are key to cli-
mate action.

Moderated by Manar Obaid, Interna-
tional Relations Coordinator at Union
of Dannieh Municipalities, the third
session ‘Identifying Technical Needs for
Climate Action’ was aimed at identifying
technical needs of local governments for
climate action. In this session, Berna Yil-
maz from Climate Change Department

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Sessions were held with each municipal-
ity to evaluate the results of the survey,
highlighting the strengths and weakness-
es of the municipalities in terms of their
civic engagement efforts. Each survey
result was discussed in detail with the
municipal staff, and the areas for which
a municipality needs capacity building
activities and the prioritization of these
needs were identified.

The next phase continued with inter-
active session held with the municipal
representatives on the design of the Civ-
ic Engagement Plan. As part of this work
that was conducted with local govern-
ment representatives, firstly, a set of civic
engagement practices from around the
world were shared, and a framework was
developed to explain which purpose civic
engagement serves. Afterwards, the pre-
paratory process of the Civic Engagement
Plan was discussed in group meetings,
and the issues that should be taken into
consideration during the preparation of
the plan were evaluated. In the next phase
of the program that will end by June 2021,
municipalities will be encouraged to de-
velop civic engagement projects.

The reports stand

out with both their contribution to the na-

tional reviews prepared by countries and

to the national strategies to be fed from the
local reality.

The preparations of the reviews, which
will be the first examples of the Middle
East and West Asia (MEWA) Region in
this sense, continue at full speed with the
support of the UCLG-MEWA Secretariat.
The VLRs of Sultanbeyli Municipality and
Izmir Metropolitan Municipality in Tur-
key, which are still being developed, will
be submitted to the High Level Political
Forum (HLPF) to be held on 6-15 July 2021.

There is not yet a systematic template for
the VLRs. It is observed that some cities
have addressed all the 17 Goals, while oth-
ers focused on the specific goals which are
going to be promoted in the HLPF. In ad-
dition, the link to be established between
the Voluntary National Reviews (VNRs)
and the VLRs is another important issue
that stands out in the reviews. To this end,
much effort is being made especially by
the United Cities and Local Governments
World Organization (UCLG). The second
volume of the VLR Guidelines, which was
previously prepared by UCLG in cooper-
ation with the UN Habitat, is expected to
shed light on the important issues in this
regard.

In the session where both the problems and
opportunities that come with the COVID-19
pandemic and their effects on migration
were evaluated, the participants discussed
the steps that can be taken in 2021 to cope
with the new reality brought by the pandem-
ic and to take effective measures according-
ly. The participants also discussed what can
be done to make the 2022 International Mi-
gration Review Forum an effective leverage
for local and regional governments working
on migration.

Organized online due to the COVID-19 mea-
sures, the Summit included several activities
such as roundtable events, side events, proj-
ect competitions and determination of com-
petition winners. The Summit, which was
chaired by Turkey in 2015, was held this year
under the Chairmanship of the United Arab
Emirates, one of the countries with a large
immigrant population. The Summit wel-
comed participants from from Africa, West
and South Asia, East Asia, America, and Eu-
rope. The Summit focused on the following
issues: the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic
on migrant workers in the Middle East, de-
velopment of new technologies to support
immigrants, filling of legal gaps in the protec-
tion of immigrants, cooperation with young
entrepreneurs to tackle the challenges of
migration, the impact of unpaid wages and
stopped aids caused by COVID-19 on immi-
grant families, immigration policies in the
Arabian peninsula, supporting of the African
youth for development and progress, contri-
bution of sending countries in the post-COVID
recovery efforts, approaches to irregular mi-
gration, evaluation of migration and devel-
opment partnerships made during 2020, and
governance of labor migration in the context
of the changing employment conditions.

In the following sessions, participants had a
mutual understanding on the idea that “think
locally, act globally”. Also, it is expressed that a
new and more diversified table addressing ac-
tual and potential problems should be created,
and local governments should have a legitimate
seat around this table. It was agreed that actors
of local governance should reinterpret pro-
cesses and make these processes convenient
for the necessities of the time using the proper
language. In this sense, it is stated that a new
social contract involving the facts and challeng-
es of the digital age and bringing the private
and public sectors together should be made. In
addition, it was highlighted that international
dimensions of social and economic crisis and
ecological dimension of urban transformation
should not be ignored. It is expressed that con-
sidering the facts that environmental crisis is
acute and most of the finance is provided by
the private sector, actors of the private sector
should be made part of the solution. Also, it
is pointed out that in order for redefining the
commons and prioritizing the problems, coop-
eration should be favored over confrontation
as the general approach.

In addition to all these, Mehmet Duman, the
Secretary General of the UCLG-MEWA, pro-
posed some significant thoughts in the meet-
ing: “Transnational movement of people which
causes to reshape the meaning and understand-
ing of citizenship should be explored. Also, as
well as the concepts of “Digital Natives” and
“Digital Immigrants”, local and generational
differences should be distinguished and consid-
ered while creating and implementing policies.

1) Mr. Akca, you are well-known in the
local government community in Turkey
both with your academic personality and
the tasks you have performed at the na-
tional level. Could you tell our readers
more about yourself?

I'was born in Corum, Turkey in 1957. 1 grad-
uated from Hasanoglan Atatiirk Teacher
Training High School in 1976 and received
my bachelor’s degree in civil engineering at
Istanbul Technical University (ITU) in 1981.
In the same year, I joined the academia at
the Department of Environmental Engineer-
ing of the same faculty. My academic and
practical work focused mainly on wastewa-
ter treatment and water quality manage-
ment. Between 1992 and 1993, I pursued my
post-doctoral studies in this field at Cornell
University in the US. In 2007, I was appoint-
ed as the General Director of Environmental
Management of the Ministry of Environ-
ment and Forestry and as the Undersecre-
tary at the same Ministry in 2010. I served as
the Undersecretary of the Turkish Ministry
of Forestry and Water Affairs between 2011
and 2016 and as the Principal Consultant to
the Prime Minister between 2016 and 2018.
Later in 2018, I was appointed as a member
of the Local Administration Policies Council
where I currently serve. Besides, since 2016,
I have been working as a consultant at the
Turkish Water Institute and as a lecturer in
postgraduate programs on water and envi-
ronmental management at ITU and Hasan
Kalyoncu University.

2) As you know, during the pandemic,
most of us have begun to look forward
to the days when our lives will return to
normal. But we know that climate change
remains urgent in the medium and long
term. In this context, as a person who is
well-versed in the subject at both theoret-
ical and practical levels, how would you
evaluate the situation in Turkey in the
fight against climate change?

The fight against climate change is carried
out along two main axes all over the world.
One is to reduce greenhouse gases that cause
climate change, and the other is to take mea-
sures to adapt to the changing climate. We
identified which measures to take in the
National Climate Change Action Plan of Tur-
key. Although this plan is well-framed and

2) Malumunuz, pandemi siireciyle birlik-
te pek ¢ogumuz hayatlarimizin normale
donecegi giinleri iple cekmeye basladik.
Ancak biliyoruz ki orta ve uzun vadede ik-
lim degisikligi aciliyetini hala koruyor. Bu
baglamda, konunun hem teorik hem de uy-
gulama tarafina hakim biri olarak, iklim
degisikligiyle miicadelede Tiirkiye’nin du-
rumunu nasu degerlendirirsiniz?

Iklim degisikligi ile miicadele tiim diinyada iki
ana eksende yiirtitiilmektedir. Bir tanesi ikli-
min degismesine neden olan sera gazlartun
azaltilmasy, digeri ise degisen iklime uyum
saglayabilmek icin tedbirler alinmast. Ulusal
Iklim Degisikligi Eylem Plani’nda hangi ted-
birleri alacagumizi belirledik. Bu plan ¢ergeve-
si iyl ¢izilmis, isin nereye varmasi gerektigini
dogru anlatan eylemleri icermekle birlikte,
maalesef eylemlerin hepsi sayisal hedefler
icermemektedir.

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includes detailed actions, unfortunately, not
all actions contain quantitative objectives.

Personally, I consider it a priority for Tur-
key to focus on the strategies and policies
necessary to adapt to climate change. Espe-
cially today, as we see signs of drought, we
must hold on tighter to all kinds of measures
and strategies that help save water and feed
groundwater.

As for the mitigation of greenhouse gas
emissions, we submitted the Intended Na-
tionally Determined Contribution of Turkey
in 2016 and declared that we will reduce our
emissions by up to 21% by 2030. So far, we
have been proceeding in line with our com-
mitment. Investments in renewable energy
are required to achieve further emission re-
ductions.

3) We would like to evaluate with you a
much-debated issue in Turkey. Although
Turkey signed the Paris Agreement in
2016, it has not yet ratified it. Could you
please share with us the background of
the process and what kind of develop-
ments you expect regarding this issue in
the upcoming period?

Turkey was inaccurately categorized in the
Annexes of the United Nations Framework
Convention on Climate Change. Turkey is
historically responsible for only 6.3 per
thousand of greenhouse gases. Of course,
this does not mean to say ‘you have polluted
until now, and from now on, we will pollute.’
However, we want the principle of fairness
to be implemented in this struggle. Accord-
ing to the Agreement, Turkey is among the
countries that cannot receive financial aid.
With financial aid, we do not mean taking
a share from the Green Climate Fund or the
aid allocated to poor countries; however,
Turkey should be able to get the necessary
credits for emission reduction and renew-
able energy. We have been bringing up this
problem for years now. We have not yet rat-
ified the Paris Agreement because we have
not reached the position we want. I think
that in international relations, we should
not leave the table, rather be included in
the process by defending the interests of our
country.

4) Our World Organization UCLG advo-
cates the official recognition of Locally

Siirecin arka planint ve
oniimiizdeki donemde bu konuyla ilgili ne
yonde gelismeler beklediginizi bizimle pay-
lasabilir misiniz?

Tiirkiye, BM Iklim Degisikligi Cerceve Sozles-
mesi Eklerinde yanlis konumlandiridmis du-
rumdadir. Ulkemiz tarihsel olarak sera gazla-
rin yalnizca binde 6.3’tinden sorumludur. Bu
elbette, “simdiye kadar siz kirlettiniz, bundan
sonra biz kirletecegiz” demek degil. Ancak bu
miicadelede hakkaniyet ilkesinin uygulanma-
st istiyoruz. Sozlesme’ye gore Tiirkiye finans
yardimt alamayacak iilkeler arasinda bulunu-
yor. Finans yardum ile kastuniz ise Yesil Iklim
Fonu’ndan ya da yoksul tilkelere yapilacak olan
yardimlardan bir pay degildir; biz iilke olarak
emisyon azaltumi ve yenilenebilir enerji i¢cin ge-
rekli kredileri alabilmeliyiz. Bu sorunu yulardwr
glindeme getiriyoruz, ancak istedigimiz konu-
ma ulasamadiguniz i¢in Paris Anlasmasvni he-
niiz onaylamadik.

Determined Contributions for cities in
parallel with the Nationally Determined
Contributions to reduce global green-
house gas emissions within the scope of
the Paris Climate Agreement. In relation
to this issue, can we speak of a national
policy adopted in Turkey for the creation
and monitoring of local climate action
plans?

Planning at local scale is vital to building re-
silience to changing climate. Climate change
action plans are developed by the local gov-
ernments in Turkey. I appreciate the efforts
made by these cities. However, due to the
methodological differences, there should
be a national roadmap to guide local action
plans. The Ministry of Environment and Ur-
banization is also working on the relevant
legislation. Also, the Ministry has set a goal
that requires primarily 30 metropolitan
municipalities to develop their local climate
change action plans.

What I have mentioned so far is the commit-
ments that we made ourselves in our coun-
try. Local plans should be developed directly
by the practitioners of the actions. However,
we must be cautious while making a com-
mitment in the international arena. Climate
change is a horizontal issue; therefore, our
mitigation commitments or climate change
roadmaps should also be compatible with
our national policies. It is essential for local
governments to actively participate in the
process; yet, I think that directly undertak-
ing Locally Determined Contributions may
lead to problems.

5) In the past, people used to often say that
Turkey was a water-rich country. Howev-
er, when we look at the annual amount of
water available per person, we see that
water stress is experienced even though
the country is not yet water-poor. In your
opinion, what are the responsibilities of
local governments in terms of water man-
agement?

Yes, it is now known to the public that Tur-
key is not a water-rich country anymore. The
most prominent issue for the local govern-
ments in Turkey is the leakage from the wa-
ter supply network. Unfortunately, Turkey is
notin a good position with its total leakage of
35% when compared to the European coun-

Fakat konu uluslararast arenada bir ta-
ahhiit vermeye gelince ¢ok dikkatli olunmast
gerekmektedir. Iklim degisikligi yatay bir konu,
dolayisiyla bahsettigim azaltim taahhiitlerimiz
ya da iklim degisikligi alanindaki yol haritala-
rimizin da ulusal politikalarumizla ortiismesi
gerekmektedir. Bu noktada, yerel yonetimle-
rin stirecin icerisinde aktif olarak yer almast
elzemdir; ancak dogrudan yerel katkt beyanu
vermelerinin sorunlara neden olabilecegini dii-
stintlyorum.

5) Gecmis yillarda Tiirkiye’nin su zengini
bir iilke oldugu sik¢a soylenirdi. Ancak kisi
basina diisen yillik kullanilabilir su mik-
tarina baktigimizda, iilke heniiz su fakiri
olmasa da su stresinin yasandiguu gorii-
yoruz. Su yonetimi acisindan sizce yerel
yonetimlerin iizerine diisen sorumluluklar
nelerdir?

Evet, iilkemizin su zengini bir lilke olmadigt
artik kamuoyunda biliniyor. Yerel yonetimle-
rimiz agisindan en o6nde gelen konu, icme suyu
sebekelerimizde kayyp kagak konusudur. Ttir-
kiye ortalamast olarak %35 kayip-ka¢ak oran
ile Avrupa lilkelerindeki %5 oramn ile karsilas-
tirlddiginda, maalesef iyi bir tablo ¢izmiyoruz.
Dahast aralarinda biiytiksehirlerin de oldugu
bazi belediyelerimizde bu oran %50°’nin lize-
rindedir. Yerel yonetimlerimizin hem suurlt su
kaynaklaruu verimli kullanarak kurak yularda
vatandaslarimiza su sikintist ¢ektirmemelerti,
hem de su temini maliyetlerini azaltmalart i¢in
su dagitim sebekelerindeki kayp ve kacaklarin
azaltilmast ¢alismalarina acilen baslamalart
gerekmektedir. Bu hususta, 11’inci 5 yillik Kal-
kinma Planv’na giren, icme suyu sebekelerinde-
ki su kayip-kagaklarin azaltimast projelerinin
SUKAP kapsaminda desteklenmesi planlanmis-
tir.

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tries with the total leakage of 5%. This rate
is even above 50% in some municipalities
that also include metropolitan municipal-
ities. Local governments in Turkey should
urgently start working on reducing losses
in water supply network and use limited
water resources efficiently so that Turkish
citizens won’t suffer from water shortage in
dry years and that there will be a decrease in
water supply costs. To this end, Water, San-
itation and Infrastructure Project (SUKAP)
was launched with the aim of supporting
projects that aim to reduce total leakage in
water supply networks, which is included
in Turkey’s Eleventh Five-Year Development
Plan.Irecommend the municipalities in Tur-
key to take advantage of these opportunities.

6) While on the one hand, we experience
water shortage, on the other hand, we are
faced with cloudbursts and urban floods.
What do you think are the priority ac-
tions that local governments should take
to generate solutions to these infrastruc-
ture problems within the scope of adapta-
tion efforts?

I attach great importance to this issue. The
reason is that overflows and floods are the
main problems that we will experience more
and more as a result of the climate change
and that will increase both in frequency and
intensity.

However, the main cause of these problems
is not climate change; it is the buildings built
on floodplains and all the existing systems
that prevent rainfall from seeping into the
ground when cloudbursts occur. Here, the
most essential step to be taken is to address
the issue with a “risk management” ap-
proach, which is based on preventing disas-
ters before they occur, rather than adopting
a crisis management approach. Turkey has
basin flood management plans prepared by
the Ministry of Agriculture and Forestry. In
these plans, all zones with a high flood risk
have been identified, and the relevant mea-
sures have been listed. All of these measures
must be fully implemented by the local gov-
ernments in Turkey.

Apart from this, it must be ensured that rain-
fall seeps into the underground at the maxi-
mun level. In line with this purpose, porous
asphalts should be used, and the number

Bu tedbir-
lerin tamanu yerel yonetimlerimiz tarafindan
eksiksiz uygulanmaldir.

Bunun disinda, yagisin yeraltina azami sevi-
yede gecisine imkan verilmelidir. Bunun i¢in
gecirimli asfaltlar, park ve rekreasyon alan-
larinda su goletleri, yesil alanlarin arttiril-
mast saglanmaldir. Ilaveten, atiksu toplama
sistemleri ve yagmur suyu toplama sistemleri
ayrik olmalidir. Bir¢ok sehirde bu sistemler
zaten ayrik degilken; maalesef sistemin ayrik
planlandig biiytiksehirlerimizde bile hatalt uy-
gulamalar sonucu sistemlerin birlestirildigini
anliyoruz. Yagmur yagdiginda kanalizasyon
tasworsa, yerel yonetimin orada tedbir almast
gerekmektedir.

of ponds in parks and recreation areas as
well as green spaces should be increased.
Additionally, wastewater collection systems
and rainwater collection systems should be
separated. In many cities, these systems are
not separated; even in metropolitan cities,
where the systems are actually planned sep-
arately, they are, unfortunately, combined
as a result of improper practices. If sewers
overflow during rainfall, local governments
should take some measures.

7) Does the Local Administration Policies
Council of the Republic of Turkey have a
strategy in place to increase the involve-
ment of local governments in policy-mak-
ing processes on climate, multilevel gov-
ernance, and horizontal cooperation? As
a member of this council, what do you
think can be done on these issues?

The Local Administration Policies Council is
a horizontal body that covers all issues re-
lated to local governments. The Council con-
siders Turkey’s water management needs
as the most urgent and continues to work
on various issues, especially on water man-
agement. Local climate action plans, which
plan the problems, duties and needs of lo-
cal governments in fighting against climate
change, are the most important policy and
implementation tools. The national climate
action plan, which determines the goals and
policies of these local plans at the national
level, was completed in 2011 and is current-
ly being implemented. However, the imple-
mentation of these plans is not monitored.
Monitoring of the implementation seems
to be one of the issues that the Council can
put on its agenda. I also deem it important to
guide the methodology and formats of local
climate action plans to ensure compliance
and integrity with national policies. On this
issue, the Council can work closely with the
Union of Municipalities of Turkey and the
Ministry of Environment and Urbanization
of Turkey that are relevant institutions in
this topic.

Taking this opportunity, I congratulate the
United Cities and Local Governments Mid-
dle East and West Asia Section for its valu-
able contributions to the local governments
in Turkey and in the region, and wish them
success in their work.

Therefore, Albuhaira Union of
Municipalities has taken upon itself, in cooper-
ation with the Buhaira Municipalities, the com-
mitment to take the necessary measures for a
gradual shift, albeit slowly, towards the use of
clean energy with the support of international
funds.

During the period between 2019 and 2020, the
Union began preparing for projects related to
modern energy. This was an attempt to produce
energy from new and renewable sources other
than the sources that negatively affect people
as well as natural and built environment. The
Union also aimed to promote principles of ener-
gy decentralization and develop alternative and
effective solutions to crises, such as electricity,
waste and environmental pollution, which con-
tributed to the achievement of the UN Sustain-
able Development Goals in the field of sustain-
able energy, thus developing rural communities
and creating equal job opportunities for young
men and women in different fields.

The first project was the solar energy lighting
of the sidewalk of Qaraoun Dam Park, with the
support and funding from the United Nations
Development Program (UNDP). As for the sec-
ond project, one of its objectives was to train,
empower, and rehabilitate young women and

“RISE 2030~ is an initiative based on equal op-
portunities and the development of youth and
women’s capabilities. This initiative included
the first female solar energy team in Lebanon,
which consists of 13 young women who in-
stalled an integrated solar energy system to gen-
erate electricity for the recyclable waste sorting
plant in Qaraoun. Implemented in partnership
with the German Society for International Co-
operation (GIC) and funded by the Federal
Ministry for Economic Cooperation and Devel-
opment, this system serves many neighboring
villages within Albuhaira Union of Municipali-
ties. This project will be complemented by the
installation of a solar energy system to operate
Qaraoun’s wastewater lifting station.

The third project is an integrated project that
came about as a result of the partnership
formed between Albuhaira Union of Municipal-
ities and the Traunstein District in Germany. It
includes the installation of solar energy systems
for sewage stations and waste sorting labora-
tories. This project will be implemented in two
phases. The first is still in process and includes
the installation of a solar energy system to oper-
ate the wastewater treatment plant in Aitaneth.
It is managed by Albuhaira Union of Municipal-
ities and will end on March 31. In the second
phase, during the year 2021, technicians in Al-
buhaira Union of Municipalities will be trained
on maintenance work of installations, stations,
and solar energy networks. The third phase will
take place in 2022 and will include the installa-
tion of a solar energy system to operate the solid
waste treatment center in Jeb Jenine, adminis-
tered by the Union of Buhaira Municipalities.

We hope that the international funds will con-
tinue to support the Union in building solar
energy systems so that we can achieve greater
independence in this field. Most importantly,
these funds would help reduce the financial
burdens resulting from diesel-powered installa-
tions, and thus help prevent high energy prices
and price fluctuations.

For this reason, during the COVID-19 pandem-
ic in Istanbul, it was ensured that waste logis-
tics (transportation of waste from population
centers to landfill sites), recycling/recovery
services, and operations of solid waste dispos-
al and treatment facilities are not hampered in
any shape or form, and that public health was
not exposed to additional risks arising from
improper waste management.

Household Waste

The pandemic led to panic buying and stock-
piling behaviors in citizens during lockdowns.
Although this situation indicates a rise in food
consumption, household waste diminished
since people started to buy consumer goods in
bulk and tended towards homemade products
and food items were not wasted but consumed
in the house.

As of June 2020, the amount of mixed munic-
ipal waste began to increase with the reopen-
ing of workplaces, malls, and restaurants, the
beginning of the summer season, and with cit-
izens, who had been confined to their homes
for along period of time, starting to spend time
in open spaces such as beaches and seasides.
As restrictive measures were gradually and
completely lifted, waste management entered
into a second phase.

While the amount of waste transported into
the facilities on the days of the restrictions de-
creased compared to the routine days due to
lockdowns, inability of citizens to throw out
their household waste on streets, in front of
their buildings, or in containers, and inabili-
ty of district municipalities to carry out waste
collection, the waste accumulated in the days
following the restrictions put a strain on Solid
Waste Transfer and Disposal Plants. Especially
for Solid Waste Transfer Stations, the services
have been managed based on dynamic hours
for each station.

Packaging Waste and Recovery

As health issues have become more prominent
than the environment, the use of disposable
products was preferred for hygiene, leading to
an increase in packaging waste and in the use
of plastic bags.

However, district municipalities’ services of
collecting packaging waste separately at source
and sorting recyclable materials from mixed
household waste were negatively affected due
to the contagion effect of the pandemic, supply
chain disruptions and reduction in production
and business activities. For the same reason,
household waste to be processed in recovery
facilities of IMM were also directed to disposal
facilities. Therefore, the amount of waste pro-
cessed in recovery facilities has decreased sig-
nificantly.

Medical Waste Management

During the pandemic, we saw extraordinary
practices such as the use of personal protec-
tive equipment such as masks and gloves by
citizens to maintain hygiene, the increased use
of protective equipment and medical stuff in
health care organizations, and management
of household waste originating from the quar-

Masks, gloves
and protective coveralls, which are the main
protective equipment against COVID-19, have
become a growing waste problem until a vac-
cine or an effective treatment is found.

Medical waste originating from quarantine
zones and health care institutions that provide
pandemic services were collected and imme-
diately disposed of with leak-proof trucks and
protected teams. All waste collected from quar-
antine zones and originating from COVID-19
patients that are under lockdown were man-
aged as medical waste and transported to the
IMM Medical Waste Incineration and Steriliza-
tion Plants.

All medical waste such as masks, gloves and
protective clothing used by patients, patients’
relatives and health care professionals in pan-
demic hospitals and quarantine waste were
subjected to radiation control in facilities and
were incinerated between 850-1000 degrees.

Urban Cleaning Services

During the COVID-19 pandemic, arterial roads,
streets and squares of the city of Istanbul re-
mained cleaner, when compared to the times
of heavy traffic and intense human circula-
tion, since citizens did not go out on the days of
quarantine and lockdown. However, the IMM
continues its routine urban cleaning services
without interruption in order to reduce the
risk of the spread of the pandemic.

In addition to these services, especially pub-
lic transport stops, piers, subways, hospitals,
squares, parks and streets were regularly dis-
infected. During the lockdowns on weekends,
nursing homes, elderly care facilities and cem-
eteries were cleaned.

We distribute recycling bins and
blue bags to households to help citizens
sort their waste at home. We go to each
street once a week to collect packaging
waste and we ensure the continuation of
this circulation by giving out bags in re-
turn for the packaging waste we collect.

We have established “Cleaning Points” in
certain parts of our neighborhoods in or-
der to inform our citizens on waste. In this
way, we ensure that packaging waste is
sorted at the source. Within the scope of
the zero waste policy, we have placed ‘Re-
cycling Banks’ on every street.

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As it has been the case for 11 years, we
have distributed 500 thousand notebooks
that we bought with the recycling reve-
nues of 2020 to our students as gifts. So far,
we have distributed 5,500,000 notebooks
in total in Esenler. Thanks to our Mobile
Waste Collection Center, our citizens can
bring the recycling waste (paper-card-
board, plastic, metal, glass, vegetable oil,
electrical and electronic waste, waste
batteries) they sort in their homes to the
Waste Collection Center or to the Mobile
Waste Collection Center we placed in ev-
ery neighborhood, and can load credits on
their travel cards.

Nowadays, we are implementing a new
project. With the Smart Mobile Waste
Collection System, we will collect the re-
cycling waste (paper-cardboard, plastic,
metal, glass, etc.) from residences with
our trucks on a door-to-door basis. We will
load money points on the ESMATIK Card,
the new ID card or the mobile application
installed on telephones corresponding to
the amount of waste entered. Citizens will
be able to shop from contracted markets,
bakeries and school canteens with these
money points. In addition, citizens will be
able to deposit large volumes of electrical
and electronic waste (refrigerators, wash-
ing machines, computers, televisions) in
exchange for money points. We will re-
ceive the waste sorted by citizens who can-
not take them out from their residences
(for example the sick and the disabled) in
return for money points. Our ‘Smart Mo-
bile Waste Collection’ Project, which was
developed to contribute to the domestic
economy of residents in Esenler with the
point-earning method and to leave a clean
Esenler and a livable world to future gen-
erations, was awarded as the best ‘Zero
Waste Project” We received the award
from Turkey’s First Lady Emine Erdogan.

Within the scope of our ESMATIK project,
we will install 30 new ESMATIKs (Esenler
Recycling Automat) in schools in 2021. We
will load money points on the ESMATIK
Card, new type ID card or mobile appli-
cation installed on the phones of students
who deposit packaging waste (plastic bot-
tle, glass bottle and metal box) into ESMA-

Mosques, Inns, and Covered Bazaars

Ankara, which became a Turkish settle-
ment in 1073, was ruled by the Seljuk Sultan
MesutIin 1143 and by Kilicarslan IT in 1169.
Alaaddin Mosque in Igkale and Arslanhane
Mosque in Samanpazar1 are two of the im-
portant landmarks that have reached the
present day. Often changing hands in the
14th century, Ankara falls under the rule of
the Ilkhanate, the Eretnids, the Ahi Commmu-
nity, and lastly the Ottomans. The famous
Battle of Ankara takes place in the region in
1402. During the Ottoman Period, mohair
fabric production, tanning, and shoe pro-
duction developed in Ankara, which was
first the center of the Anatolian State and
then the Sanjak Capital. With the develop-
ment of trade in the region, many inns and
covered bazaars were built.

Altindag as the Heart of the Republic

Mustafa Kemal, who came to Ankara to-
gether with the Representative Committee
of the Anatolian and Rumelian Associations
for Defence of Rights, chose Ankara as the
center for the War of Independence. Al-
tindag, where the First Parliament was es-
tablished, is the headquarters of the War of
Independence and witnessed the proclama-
tion of the Republic. Turkey’s national poet
Mehmet Akif Ersoy’s house where the Turk-
ish national anthem was penned is located
in Hamamond.

Ankara, which was declared the capital of
the newly-founded Republic, is built on this
historical heritage. It is an Anatolian town
that is located around the Castle, with its
castle, mosques, inns, Turkish baths, and
houses. Hac1 Bayram Veli Mosque and Cen-
abi Ahmet Pasha Mosque, which bear the
traces of Mimar Sinan, are among the most
important works. When Ankara became
the capital on 13 October 1923, there was a
spike in city’s population, and Altindag dis-
trict was established in 1953.

Altindag as the Mosaic of Anatolia

Altindag is a must-see site for local and
foreign tourists visiting Ankara. Altindag,
where the Museum of Anatolian Civiliza-
tions, one of the most important museums
around the world, is located, also hosts
other important museums such as War of
Independence Museum, Republic Muse-
um, Ethnography Museum, Rail Museum,
Ulucanlar Prison Museum, Painting and
Sculpture Museum, and Mehmet Akif Ersoy
House Museum. There are a total of 24 mu-
seums within the boundaries of Altindag.

The Victory Monument, which is the sym-
bol of the Republic, and the first assembly
of the Republic are located in Ulus, the
center of Altindag. Mosques belonging to
the Seljuk and Ottoman Periods decorate
the city with all their splendor. Altindag
becomes full of life with Suluhan Bazaar
and its trade, Cengelhan and its industrial
museum, and Pirinchan and its culture and
art center. The Roman Bath, the Temple of
Augustus, and the Julianus Column are the
best destinations to embark on a journey to
the Roman and Byzantine Empires.

drafted the Urban Mobility Report 2020
to unify regional efforts made to build
sustainable urban mobility systems in
the Middle East and West Asia (MEWA)
countries. The report was built on the
data used in the MENA Transportation
Report 2019 published last year, and
also contains research outcomes and
data collected on Turkey and its cities.
The cities included are Istanbul, Ankara,
Sanhurfa, Gaziantep, and Kayseri. In ad-
dition, the report was further enriched
with the inclusion of many other cities
of Turkey in the benchmarking and
mapping section of the Urban Mobility
Report 2020.

The regional overview maps provide de-
tailed information on traditional public
transport as well as emerging mobili-
ty services across 25 cities in 14 MEWA
countries. The maps also track the dig-
italization process of public transport
services through e-ticketing and trip
planners, and give an overview of the
measures that operators and cities take
to further decarbonize public transport.
